“The Circuit” Project – Chapter Covers

Description:  Create a chapter cover that contains four “sides”: front cover, inside left, inside right, and back cover.

Front Cover:
· Title of chapter
· Author

· Original illustration reflects the content of the chapter you chose.

Inside Left
· Two to three well-developed paragraphs (NOT BULLET POINTS) that provide a summary of the chapter.  Summary needs to be a retelling that includes:

· Major events in the chapter.

· Where the chapter takes place (may be more than one location.  Please don’t just say “in a cotton field”.)  

· Where are they located?  

· What city?  

· What is their housing like?

· When the story takes place (time period in Francisco’s life.) 

· Approximately how old Francisco is at the time.
· In addition to your written summary, you may also choose to provide some illustrations of your summary.

Inside Right
· Author’s purpose for the chapter.  

· Why did Francisco choose this particular experience in his life to include?

· What was the significance of the chapter?  

· What does the author want us to learn from this chapter?  (May be more than one purpose.) 
· A quote from the chapter that reflects author’s purpose for this chapter. (A quote means copy the exact words from the book)
· A photo from our collection that represents something in your chapter.
Back Cover
· A diagram that illustrates the similarities and differences between Francisco’s life in “The Circuit” and Ricky’s life in “Migrant Worker”
· Compare things like their housing, school life, how often they move, how old they were when they started working in the fields, etc.

· You must make AT LEAST SIX comparisons.
· In a paragraph, discuss what things have changed for migrant children in the years since Francisco was a boy.  What things seem to be the same?

	Front Cover

	Clear and important similarities and differences between the two boys.  Includes at least 6 comparisons.  Paragraph clearly describes how life may or may not have changed for migrant children.
	Some similarities and differences but needs more detail or the things compared aren’t that important.  Less than 6 comparisons.  Paragraph reflects some thought about how lives of migrant children have changed.
	Few similarities or differences have been noted.  Hard to tell the similarities or differences.  Paragraph does not reflect much thought about how life has changed for migrant children.
	

	Grammar, Spelling and Mechanics
	Few errors that distract the reader from the content.
	4-6 errors that distract the reader from the content.
